ABS AND THE YEAR 2000

ABS' current version 7.02a is the only version that has been tested for operation in the years 2000 and beyond.  Version 7.0 - 7.02 users should consider subscribing to the ASM program to ensure year 2000 compatibility.

Version 6 users beware!!  In certain cases, at the end of 1998, General Ledger wont be able to be closed.  Additionally, Merge to GL programs may have problems handling dates.  Call for a quote now and get special discount pricing valid for the next 30 days.

MORE ON THE YEAR 2000
There are 3 components of your system that must be Y2K compatible:  the system bios, the operating system (such as WIN95 or SCO Unix), and your applications (such as ABS).  You can test your system bios by setting a date in the year 2000 and then see if it holds that date after rebooting.  However, don't bring up your operating system with the wrong system date since some software licensing schemes may have problems if you set the system date ahead or back.  

There are 2 date transitions that can cause problems:                        
Dec. 31, 1999 - Jan. 1, 2000           Feb. 28, 2000 - Feb. 29, 2000

        The system processes these date changes automatically, so we recommend that you shut your computer down at the end of the day 12-31-99 and 2-28-2000.  Reboot your system the next day and correct the date, if it is incorrect -- be prepared to have the wrong system date 2-29-2000.
